Hollingbury has been in the papers recently
concerning the name of the electoral / voting ward for
the area. Hollingbury was once in the Hollingbury &
Stanmer voting ward. A while ago, wards across the
city changed their boundaries. Hollingbury was put in
Patcham voting ward and Hollingdean was put in the
Hollingbury & Stanmer ward. Local people found this
confusing and it was asked that voting wards be
named to reflect the areas they included. Some in
Hollingdean asked for their ward to become Holling-
dean & Stanmer and some in Hollingbury asked for
their ward to become Patcham & Hollingbury.

Hollingdean got their request. In Patcham ward, in-
cluding Hollingbury, a public consultation was held.
The council chose to use the City News publication
delivered to homes to do this and advertised it on
their website.

Out of 14,000 Hollingbury & Patcham residents only
102 responded: 63 for the name Patcham, 39 for the
name Patcham & Hollingbury. So the ward remains
Patcham and the name Hollingbury disappears from
the ward names for now.
