due to the factory extending in 1968. By mid 1980 some factories had to close

due to the recession which saw employment on the estate fall from 8,000 to under
1,000, however a small number of factories opened in October 1985. Followed by
Asda Supermarket which opened in November 1987 on the site of one of the old
factories. Carden Community Centre was developed and paid for by Asda and

opened in april 1988.
